WWELCOME TO ALL OCEAN SHORE SCHOOL FAMILIES!

Please look through this packet carefully. It contains important instructions for you to follow in order to participate at Ocean Shore School, as well as important information for you to keep as a reference. 

As part of your registration in Ocean Shore School, you need to provide the following documentation to the Ombud or teacher of your oldest child NO LATER THAN   9/10/10.  Please read the directions and explanation provided for each item. Failure to return these items to your Ombud will result in one or more of the following actions:


 No hours earned will be recorded;


 Your child(ren) will not be allowed on field trips;


 You will not be allowed to schedule aide days;


 You will not be able to drive on or attend trips with the children.

_____ SIGNED PARENT CONTRACT (Included in this packet). Your contract commitment with the program varies according to the number of children you have enrolled. Although we would prefer to have signatures from all adult members who will be participating on behalf of your family, only one signature is required. Please complete and turn in page 3 of the contract, and keep the first two pages as a reference.   A Parent Commitment Goals Chart is also included in this packet.  Please also keep this document as a reference to track whether you are meeting your hours commitment on a timely basis. 

____
PROOF OF NEGATIVE OR INACTIVE TB STATUS EITHER BY:  A) negative TB test; or B) Health Care Provider's statement of no evidence of active TB disease. Every person working with children must provide a copy of documentation indicating negative or inactive TB status.  TB screening must be recent (within the last 4 years) upon initial entry to the school, and then must be updated every 4 years. YOU CANNOT WORK IN THE CLASS UNTIL YOUR NEGATIVE/INACTIVE TB STATUS IS VERIFIED. 

TB screening is available through your own doctor or the San Mateo County Health Department.  For more information call 573-2231 for Tuberculosis Control.  

For continuing Ocean Shore School parents, be sure your TB screening is current (less than 4 years old) and if not, please take immediate action to update. If we cannot find documentation to that effect your ombud will contact you for a new copy of your TB screening status.  Be sure to keep the original results in a safe place at home and submit a copy of the results.  

____
FAMILY MEMBER INFORMATION SHEET. One is included in this packet. This form designates which adult family members outside of the primary caregivers will be participating in earning hours for your family (i.e.: grandparents, aunts, uncles, etc.) This helps us track TB testing and other important information on adults working in our program. This form should be submitted to your oldest child’s ombud.

ALSO, DURING THE YEAR THERE ARE THREE GENERAL MEETINGS AT WHICH YOUR PRESENCE IS MANDATORY.  

If you plan to drive children on any field trips or school sponsored activities, you must submit the following THREE items:  

(If you do not plan to drive, please notify your ombud in writing)

_____ CALIFORNIA DRIVER'S LICENSE /EXPIRATION DATE;  

_____ COPY OF AUTO INSURANCE. Submit a copy of the face page of your policy indicating

           coverage amounts. The "proof of insurance" card is not acceptable for our insurance 

           carrier. The Pacifica School District requires that you have automobile insurance that 

           provides at least $100,000 per person and $300,000 per accident on liability and $25,000 

           property damage per accident. The policy must have the names of all drivers in your household

           who may drive on a school function.  If you have a 1, 3, or 6 month policy you must submit a

           new copy after each expiration.

PLANNING MEETINGS: are generally held the third Wednesday of each month, and childcare is available. Watch for notices with specific time and place for each teacher's planning meetings. 

COMMUNICATIONS:  You will receive a monthly newsletter, monthly class calendars with minutes from planning meetings, and an annual Ocean Shore School roster.  You have a Parent Communication Folder located in the parent resource area; be sure to check it at least twice a week. This folder is to be accessed by adults only. Do not ask your child to check the contents for you. You will also receive communications sent home with your child, so be sure to check his or her belongings for notices daily. You may also receive email notifications by your ombud and/or the front office.

HOURS RECORD BINDERS:  At the parent desk there are a set of binders for recording your hours.  Please record all hours except field trip hours and special project hours on your personal Family Hours Record Sheets in these binders.  (Field trip hours are recorded by the classroom field trip coordinators, and special project hours are recorded by the classroom special projects coordinators.)  The binders are organized in alphabetical order, by family name, which is the surname of your child.  Extra blank pages are in a binder next to the hours binders.  When entering information on your record sheet, please print. Enter all hours in a timely fashion.
