Pacifica is in the bottom 11% of California school funding.  In the last 6 years, we eliminated $1.3 million from our school budget.  This year, the governor’s proposed cuts will force us to cut another $1.1 million.  This would be disastrous for our school district.

· We can’t afford the textbooks our children need.  A single Math book costs $78 but our current budget permits only $57.97 per student.  Yet we are being asked to cut even further.

· We currently can’t fully fund special education yet are being asked to cut even further.  

· The children who need summer school and after school tutoring to succeed will no longer get this help.  And you ask us to cut even further.

Proposition 98 was supposed to stabilize education funding and to protect the future of our country.  Yet you are asking us to violate this trust and to deny the will of the people.
